Speech at the Rio+20 Summit
he last two years were difficult for our country. Following
the regime change in April 2010, the country managed to
conduct a constitutional referendum, and fair parliamentary
and presidential elections highly scrutinized by the international
community. Now we are building the first true parliamentary
democracy in Central Asia.

At the center of attention in our state are human beings.
Maintaining the human rights of our citizens will be our
absolute priority. We must create an opportunity for our
children and citizens to get a decent education, to have
access to healthcare services, and to have employment
opportunities. And we must protect the vulnerable groups
of the population. The position of the country is that this
can be achieved and will be achieved through the green
sustainable development. We must learn how to make the
lives of our people better and we must leave a better country
to our children. But there are several fundamental challenges
for the green development in our country.

First: mountain ecosystems. More than half of our territory
lies above 2,500 meters above sea level. Glaciers cover
almost 4% of the territory, which accumulate 450 billion

cubic meters of fresh water. The latest observation however
shows that as a result of climate change, the glaciers’ area
has decreased for 20% so far. Economic issues push us to
develop the mineral resources in our mountainous areas,
and we fully must recognize that without proper ecological
control, these developments could potentially lead us to
catastrophic consequences.

Mountainous forests experience a high anthropogenic
pressure, mainly in the river beds. The continuing
tendency of population to increase in river beds
results in degradation of the crop lands. Mountain
pastures, which are almost 10 million hectares,
or half of our country’s territory, are the most
important part of employment and incomes for rural
residents. However, the pastures are degrading.
Sources indicate that the area of degraded pastures is at
least 30% of the total.

Second: threads for loss of ecosystems. The very existence
of life in the mountains demands energy costs at least 50%
higher than in the flat lands. A significant part of our mountains
lies under snow cover for half of the year.

One of the results of human induced factors is the reduction
of the number of species. In the Red Book of our country:
57 birds, 23 mammals, 8 reptiles, 18 joint footed animals
as well as 87 species of plants and mushrooms are under
the risk of extinction.

Third: water resources. There are 3,500 rivers in the country.
The total runoffs are 50 cubic kilometers. Water is a strategic
resource for green economic growth and must be used in a
rational manner, in natural ecosystems. We should be willing
to join all initiatives aimed at conservation of glaciers and
natural ecosystems.

We are willing to learn about the best existing practices
on water management systems, rehabilitation and
construction of fishing and irrigation systems. We should
realize that any such development of infrastructure is
capital intensive.

Fourth: hydropower sector. Already 90% of the electricity
in the country is generated by hydropower stations, and this
percentage will be increased. Gross hydropower potential
of the biggest 267 rivers in the country exceeds 250 billion
kilowatt-hours and we are looking for green investments
into our hydropower sector.

In the future, we will be further increasing the share of power
generation through clean and green hydropower.

Fifth: agro processing. Half of our population owns land.
Depending on the region, the average land user possessed
from 2 to 12 hectares of agricultural lands. With that, among
the factors influencing biodiversity are erosion, salinization
and swamping.

Our republic was a key initiator of the International Year of
Mountains in 2002. Our capital, Bishkek, hosted the Global
Mountainous Summit that same year. We know how to
organize it and can do it again.

The first step we would like to propose is to organize an
international conference on climate change in mountainous
countries and invite all interested countries to attend it.

Our future is in our hands and let us unite to make it better
together.

2013-2017.

Investment Now (the IN): Mr. Sariev, what was the purpose
of the creation of the Committee and how does it differ
from previous ones?

High quality implementation of the Strategy’s objectives
requires a special coordinating body that can unite the
long-term efforts of all government branches, the private
sector and civil society.

the world’s second largest economy, aims at improving the
welfare of the indigenous people in the country.

Kyrgyzstan's Road Map is to establish national stability for
the next five years. This includes the state and economic
stability, the stability of society and human life.

IN: To achieve sustainability, we have to learn how to save
natural resources, particularly energy resources. Is it possible
to do this in our society, where people used to think that
we have cheap energy?

Firstly, it is necessary to explain to the population that electricity
is not as cheap in our country as some people claimed. Anyway,
that is a separate issue to discuss. Secondly, people have to
understand that energy sources will be exhausted some day,
and people should exploit them carefully. Today Kyrgyzstan
loses about 40 percent of its electricity annually. Developed
countries have already introduced strict principles of saving
resources. European countries did it earlier because energy
prices rose sharply after the energy crisis of the 1970s. We
have experienced the crisis later but also realized that in
order to cope with the energy crisis we have not only to build
new power plants and develop alternative energy sources,
but also introduce a strict energy efficiency policy.

IN: The success of business performance depends largely
on the reduction of energy costs. In the EU, State Clean
Production Programs have been developed. How does the
Kyrgyz Government intend to encourage energy savings?

Indeed, European enterprises pay fines for excess emissions,
and energy-saving projects are provided with reduced loan
rates. | believe that over the course of time we also will
introduce this practice. Companies can choose various ways
to improve energy efficiency. The simplest and most common
way is to apply resource-saving technologies, and the state
will encourage this. At the next stage we shall modernize
production and introduce new technologies. Of course, the
projects will be expensive, but in the future they will help
save huge amounts of money.

IN: The IBC regularly conducts investment surveys and
publishes them in its Investment Now magazine and posts
on the IBC website (www.ibc.kg). Among the priorities that
affect the planning of investment in the country, investors
often indicate “Safety and security of investment”, as well
as “Predictability of the law”. Is it possible to meet these
conditions?

Rule of law is a prerequisite for implementation of the Five
Years of Creation Program. If there is no rule of law, neither
the economy nor society can develop sustainably. One of our
main goals is transition to the rule of law. Unfortunately, today
the law enforcement system is not able to resist corruption,
as its officials often are corrupt themselves. Therefore the
system must be reformed radically and legislation must address
the corruption. The Government is going to interest public

servants in their career development, so that a bribe will
become unprofitable and dangerous for them. Along with the
liberalization of the law and enforcement practices, a principle
of inevitability of punishment must be strictly observed.

IN: According to the Road Map, the creation of cluster
industries is planned, which focus on their own raw materials,
electricity and local workforce through attracting investments.
How does the state intend to attract investments?

In 2013-2017, the major task for the Government will be
to establish the most favorable conditions for domestic and
foreign investors in Kyrgyzstan. In my view, stability of the
rules governing economic relations, a rigid legal regime and
availability of financial resources must be the keys. In addition,
economic growth can be achieved both through attracting
new investments and better managing existing investments.

The introduction of a moratorium on changing the conditions
is proposed, which could affect business. This refers to taxes,
licensing procedures, and technical standards. Real protection
of law-abiding investors who meet their obligations should
be a public policy priority.

IN: Mining is one of the most promising industries in the
country, but today this sector is facing the most challenging
problems. Because of the illegal actions of the population,
who used to seize the companies’ equipment, block roads,
and create other obstacles, mining companies cannot operate,
and investors are leaving the country. How can the state
solve the problem?

The answer is simple: The Rule of Law. No government agency
or ordinary citizen can take any actions outside the Law.
The Road Map states that the main goal of all government
branches is to apply the rule of law regarding all spheres
of life.

Public confidence in both the Government and investors
should be enhanced when solving the problems with the
local communities. In addition, it is necessary to strengthen
the awareness among the population, and representatives of
state and local authorities should work in close cooperation
with investors.

Investment Now (IN): Today, especially after the Rio +20 Summit,
there is much discussion on sustainable development issues
at various levels. What is the essence of this development
model and what are its advantages for the countries and
peoples?

The question is rather complex and goes far beyond the
scope of this interview. I'll tell you a little about the history
of the issue. The world community, including the UN, has
been working on the concept of sustainable development for
more than two decades. For the first time the international
community came to a common understanding of the concept
of sustainable development, its components, and its main
principles, at the Environment and Development UN Conference
held in 1992 in Rio de Janeiro at which the Agenda 21 was
adopted. That same year, the UN established a Commission
on Sustainable Development.

The Rio+20 Summit was another important step in the
discussion on priorities for global development, with new
challenges and risks. The Summit adopted the document
titled "The future we want" — a renewed commitment of

the international community to sustainable development
and to ensure the creation of an economically, socially and
environmentally sustainable future for our planet and for
present and future generations.

In general terms, sustainable development is a type of
development in which present generations meet their growing
needs without compromising the ability of future generations,
our children, grandchildren and distant descendants, to meet
their needs, in other words, not to compromise their lives
and their future development. The concept of sustainable
development consists of three interrelated components:
environmental, social and economic.

We should remember that economic activity always has
consequences not only in the present but in the future,
whether the activity is related to the production and use of
objectively decreasing mineral resources, or in other sectors,
technologies and methods of production. It is necessary to
focus on conservation of resources and energy. Aiming only
at economic growth at any cost cannot be an ultimate goal
due to possible negative consequences in the future. Much
work has to be done to ensure food and energy security, and

improve the efficiency of the real economic sector, including
through the use of innovative technologies.

The environmental component of sustainable development
requires maintaining a stable operation of the ecosphere as
a whole. This is connected not only with the opportunity to
realize the needs of people today, but also with the creation
of conditions for preservation and self-regeneration of
ecological systems. It is necessary to reduce the volume of
pollution and harmful emissions into the environment, and
to ensure the preservation of biodiversity and the quality of
the environment components — water, air, soil and others
— on a level that meets the conditions of life and health
preservation. An important strategic direction for the future
is the use of renewable and alternative energy sources and
widespread adoption of green eco-friendly and mostly friendly
technologies.

Sustainable social development is directly aimed at improving
the level and quality of life and related social security
and services. This is directly related to the formation and
development of a democratic society with equal rights for
all people, the elimination of poverty and extreme poverty,
job creation, social protection including vulnerable groups,
equal access to quality healthcare services and education,
social integration, and overcoming systemic corruption. It is

necessary to develop measures to ensure equal participation
rights of a human being and civil society in decision making,
and the formulation of policies, and their implementation
in all matters related to the life of a human being and the
state. This is essential for democracy and social development.
Special measures are needed to maintain political and social
stability and prevent various conflicts.

In other words, sustainable development means achieving
the best possible balance between interests of human beings,
nature and society.

Currently, the Millennium Declaration and Millennium
Development Goals are the key documents that define global
development vectors and priorities. These documents were
adopted in 2000 by 193 UN member-states. The implementation
of the Millennium Declaration should be largely completed
by 2015. The international community has to adopt a new
joint strategy taking into account the dynamics of global
development and the emergence of new risks and challenges.
It is assumed that the post-2015 sustainable development
concept and principles will be the basis of this strategy.

The transition to a new type of development is becoming more
evident in the context of rapid development of civilization and
its increasing influence on the natural and human environment.
Ozone depletion, global climate change, pollution of the
oceans, lakes and rivers, dramatic reduction in the forests
and desertification, land degradation and increasing grazing,
accelerated melting of glaciers, depletion of natural resources,
and loss of biodiversity are only some of the problems in
varying degrees faced by all countries including Kyrgyzstan.

When talking about sustainable development, it is necessary
to perceive the world as an integrated system in which all
the elements and phenomena are closely linked in time and
geographical space. We all live on the same planet and are
exposed to the direct or indirect consequences of regularly
occurring natural and man-made disasters, the magnitude
of which is increasing.

Emergency situations resulting from natural and man-made
disasters occur with an alarming regularity in Kyrgyzstan
too. All the above mentioned, along with the lack of socio-
economic progress and the need to strengthen good
governance, particularly aimed at fighting corruption and
better effectiveness of public administration, as well as inter-
ethnic unity in the society are important factors to ensure
the country's sustainable development.

Let me give you some examples. The quality of life should
be considered as a system of interdependent linkages and
factors of life. A human being can be perfectly healthy, but
remain poor and have no access to education. On the contrary,
a person can have a stable source of income sufficient for a
dignified existence, but can you talk about the high quality
of his life if the environment is polluted by waste and is
creating a danger to his health and life? Can we talk about
a balance of interests, if a person has the opportunity to
express his views, participate in the work of the state, public

or private institutions, but at the same time he has no means
to support himself and his family?

These are very difficult issues. In any case, the creation
of a well-balanced and effective sustainable development
system will require a lot of effort from the government,
civil society and every individual. The UN system will take
an active part in this process, but above all, it is a concern
for the countries themselves and their governments, the
private sector, civil society and citizens.

IN: What could you say about the work done by public
institutions in Kyrgyzstan for transition to sustainable
development?

Much has been done, especially in the regulatory field and
bringing the legislation to international standards. In particular,
during the years of independence, the Kyrgyz Republic has
joined many basic UN Conventions and other international
treaties and agreements related to the creation of conditions
for sustainable development. This applies to a large number
of ecological and environmental conventions, key agreements
on human rights including gender equality, protection of
persons with disabilities, children's rights, and many others.
Obviously, the adherence to international conventions and
agreements imposes corresponding obligations on Kyrgyzstan.
The implementation of national legislation and the rule of law
in all countries are especially important. President Almazbek
Atambaev is constantly mentioning this, and it is emphasized
in the National Strategy for Sustainable Development.

In accordance with international practice, Kyrgyzstan, like
all the other countries participating in such agreements, has
to provide a report on its performance. The Kyrgyz Republic
is regularly performing such reporting, including those with
expert support from the UN system. This work provides a
good basis for the transition to sustainable development.

UNDP is very happy with the initiative of President Atambaev
on the development of the National Strategy for Sustainable
Development of the Kyrgyz Republic for 2013-2017, which
was approved on January 21, 2013.

Now it is important to develop a program strategy, and we
actively support our partners in this effort.

We also welcome the active work of the Government of the
Kyrgyz Republic on the development of the Government
program for the transition to sustainable development
in 2013-2017 and the Action Plan. This will enable more
coordinated work, including involvement of financial and
technical resources, in the implementation of the National
Strategy for Sustainable Development.

It is important that the scheme of sustainable development
and promotion of this idea in practice is being gradually
developed.

IN: What initiatives did Kyrgyzstan propose at the Rio +20
Conference? Which ones have been supported?

It would be better if members of Kyrgyzstan’s official delegation,
who worked very productively in Rio, would answer this
question.

As you might be aware, the high-level Rio+20 conference did
not intend to address the specific initiatives of the countries,
but rather to confirm their course on sustainable human
development, including the widespread implementation
of the green economy concept as a vector of international
development in the long term. UNDP actively supported
the preparatory process for the country's participation in
the Rio+20 Summit. During the preparatory process and
extensive national consultations, UNDP provided support for
the involvement of different social groups in a discussion of
the main Conference document entitled "The future we want."

In addition, a group of national experts, supported by UNDP
and managed by the Ministry of Economy and Antitrust Policy
and the State Agency for Environmental Protection and Forestry
under the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic, developed
a concept paper "Perspectives of the green economy in
the Kyrgyz Republic", which actually became a meaningful
platform of Kyrgyzstan at the Summit. The document identified
the challenges and opportunities of promoting the green
economy, as well as sectors with the greatest potential for
the use of the green environmentally friendly and energy
efficient technologies. The green economy is understood
as one of the vectors to the country's transition towards
sustainable development.

The document was presented at the Rio +20 Summit with a
number of proposals for the preservation and maintenance of
natural mountain ecosystems, the introduction of principles
of integrated water resources management, improving land
management, modernization and development of sustainable
green energy.

Kyrgyzstan also announced proposals for the creation of a
group of developing mountainous countries at the United
Nations, as well as the exchange of foreign debt to multilateral
creditors for sustainable mountain development and adaptation
to the changes associated with the development. The final
document includes an appropriate section on this important
topic for Kyrgyzstan. Another positive fact, which | would

country, headed by Vice-Prime Minister Joomart Otorbaev,
included representatives from science and civil society,
allowing Kyrgyzstan to more widely present its position on
sustainable development.

At the summit, UNDP Administrator Ms. Helen Clark and Vice-
Prime Minister Otorbaev agreed to hold UNDP headquarters
meetings of the Kyrgyz delegation with the development
partners. Such a meeting took place in New York at the 67th
session of the General Assembly in September 2012. It was
attended by the Kyrgyz delegation headed by Speaker of
the Parliament of the Kyrgyz Republic, Asylbek Jeyenbekov.
In the course of the event, titled "Kyrgyzstan in transition:
Two years of democracy and development", priorities for
the provision of further support to Kyrgyzstan in sustainable
development were discussed.

IN: How does the UN support the principles of sustainable
development in Kyrgyzstan?

In October 2012, we celebrated the twentieth anniversary of
the entry of the Kyrgyz Republic to the United Nations and
the launch of the UN system in Kyrgyzstan. Today, 21 UN
organizations are represented in the country. Over the years

much has been done with our national partners. Agencies,
institutions and foundations of the UN system in the Kyrgyz
Republic operate on the basis of a performance-based approach
in the framework of the five-year program agreed upon with the
partner government agencies. The increased presence of the
UN system organizations and agencies in Kyrgyzstan has made it
possible to significantly increase the volume of incoming grant
assistance for development and humanitarian aid over the past
5 years. The UN Development Assistance Framework (UNDAF)
to Kyrgyzstan has increased the amount of grant aid from the
United Nations for 2005-2011 by more than four times, up to
$215 million against the planned $61 million.

In 2012, the UN system began a new program cycle in Kyrgyzstan.
President Atambaev and the UN Resident Coordinator signed
the UNDAF for 2012-2016 on March 16, 2011. The planned
grants for the UNDAF for 2012-2016 from of the UN agencies
amounted to $187 million, but traditionally we attract more

The current UNDAF provides three most important areas of
assistance from the UN system: (a) Peace and unity, good
governance and human rights, (b) Social integration and equal
rights, and (c) Comprehensive and sustainable development
in order to reduce poverty.

As you can see, our outline of programs fully matches the
concept and principles of sustainable development. We will
direct our program activities in the Kyrgyz Republic on the
implementation of more than a hundred programs and projects
to provide the conditions for sustainable development.

The UN system in Kyrgyzstan has provided and continues to
provide assistance in attracting the best national experts to
develop national strategic documents and their subsequent
implementation. Such assistance was provided during the
elaboration of the National Strategy for Sustainable Development.
Now, a large group of national experts is developing a Government
program for the transition to sustainable development in 2013-
2017 and an Action Plan. Besides providing expertise, we work
with local communities, businesses, hospitals, schools, people
with HIV/AIDS, youth, etc.

For the development of documents related to the vision of
development after the implementation of the Millennium
Declaration in 2015, Kyrgyzstan, among 100 countries,
has been invited to the national consultations with a wide
participation of citizens from all over the country. Now we
organize such consultations with national partners. The results
of the survey of opinions of citizens on the most important,
in their view, directions of development will be assessed in
the UN Headquarters by experts who are working on the
development of proposals for an agenda beyond 2015. This
work is also related to the results of the Rio+20 Summit. We
have many ideas for cooperation with Kyrgyzstan in the future
in the field of sustainable development.

IN: Today Kyrgyzstan faces many political, economic, and
social problems. The state indebtedness is growing, industry is
idle, and as a result, unemployment and the flow of valuable
personnel out of the country are increasing. Besides, the
energy crisis grows every winter. Many people believe that

the country is not up to the green economy; they say it is
for rich countries. What do you think about this?

All | believe it’s totally on the contrary. Development of green
economy is absolutely relevant to Kyrgyzstan and reasons
are clear. They are the following: the country possesses
enormous potential in terms of natural resources, tourism
and excellent perspective for agricultural development. The
challenge is how to stimulate these drivers of economic
development, without detriment to the nature. Here the
principles of green economy and best practices which we
are witnessing in a number of countries like South Korea,
Japan, New Zealand, Finland, Norway, and others, give us a
solid ground to promote them in Kyrgyzstan. This work will
not just lead to effective use of natural resources, but also
capable to create jobs and attract investments.

One of the excellent examples is the construction of the first
energy efficient school in Osh, which was built with funded
by Turkey and technical support of UNDP project on energy
efficiency of buildings. The school building is expected to
save about 700 000 kilowatts/hour annually due to “green”
technologies, while offering the same benefits as a regular
building.

We are strengthening cooperation with the Ministry of
Economy, the State Agency for Environment Protection and
Forestry and some bilateral partners such as South Korea,
Russia, and Finland among others.

Probably the main factor in promoting green economy will
be hard work of people who are ready to overcome together
the problems, challenges and risks that they face. In this
context, | welcome President Atambaev’s decision to declare
2013 as the Year of the Worker in the Kyrgyz Republic.

Fairly speaking, there are already many examples of the
green economy in Kyrgyzstan. They are related mostly to age-
old traditions of Kyrgyzstan’s people. Kyrgyzstan does not
have an alternative choice to green development, since any
other choice would just lead to a loss of uniqueness of the
country and its nature, which still retains its original beauty.
This is one of the main advantages of the country, and it
should be used to the maximum extent possible for the well-
being of future generations.

IN: The last question is about the plans of the UN system
for the near future. What else do you plan to do in addition
to what you have already mentioned?

Each of the UN system agencies, within its respective mandate,
has a lot of interesting plans and ideas for the future and all
of them are related to development priorities. In order to
talk about it in detail, we need more than one meeting. I'll
tell about a few areas that we focus on at present.

We actively continue the development of a new program
to promote peace and good neighborliness, which will be
introduced in the coming months to the UN Peacebuilding
Fund. This program will not only help consolidate the results of

As before, we will focus our attention on protecting the
rights of children, reducing child poverty, child and maternal
mortality, assistance in pre-school education, reducing the
number of children not attending school, supporting the
rehabilitation and reconstruction of educational institutions,
as well as greater involvement of young people in public life.

In gender equality, we will assist in the implementation of
the National Strategy on Gender Equality, the economic
empowerment of rural women, the promotion of participation
by women in peace-building and the implementation of the
obligations of Kyrgyzstan to prevent violence against women
and to assist victims from violence.

Our colleagues from international organizations and the donor
community are conducting negotiations and consultations
with authorities of Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Afghanistan
on the development of a prospective trilateral project to
promote regional cooperation and capacity building in the
agricultural sector and processing industry to increase food
production and exports. We are planning to closely collaborate
in this area with USAID, ADB and other interested partners.

We intend to significantly increase attention to the comprehensive
development of Kyrgyzstan’s regions (Batken, Osh, Naryn and
other oblasts) that is fully consistent with the concept of
sustainable development. We intensify our work with local
communities and other national stakeholders on disaster
risk management and reducing their impact. We will also
continue addressing the problems of uranium tailings.

Of course, this is not a complete list of upcoming initiative in
the framework of promoting sustainable human development,
which we will carry out together with national stakeholders
and in close coordination with development partners in
Kyrgyzstan. We all are sincerely interested in a stable and
prosperous Kyrgyzstan and its sustainability, and we have
to do everything necessary to achieve this.

Promoting using

renewable energy sources
throughout Kyrgyzstan

Our project aims to promote the use of small streams,
but special attention is given to small hydropower plants
(HPPs). In addition, we promote alternative sources of
energy.

The legal framework

Today, green energy is widely developing in the world as it does not
damage the environment and reduces greenhouse gas emissions.
Kyrgyzstan is taking its first steps in this area, and our project is
attempting to create a legal framework closer to international
standards in the field of renewable energy sources (RES).

Frequent change in government leadership is the biggest
obstacle in this work. As a result, support for alternative
energy sources is mostly declarative, and the implementation
of laws is hampered due to discontinuity in government
economic policy. All decision makers agree that RES are
necessary but conditions for their development have not
been created yet, largely because production of this type of
energy is more expensive. Moreover, the existing legislation
does not guarantee return on investment in the energy sector.

In August 2012, with the support of the Ministry of Energy
and Industry, we achieved the first major result - changes to
the Law on Renewable Energy Sources were adopted. The
changes include special allowances and rates that should
be paid if the energy was developed by RES. These are small
HPPs, solar, wind and biogas plants as well as thermal plants
using the energy of earth.

We post news on the RES legislative framework in Russian
and English on our website: www.greenenergy.kg. The Kyrgyz
legislation is not clear to many foreign investors as it contains
vague requirements, so there are many opportunities for
non-transparent actions resulting in corruption.

Furthermore, the essence of the law is often lost during discussions
in the Government and Parliament. For example, we tried to
make the law on RES a document of direct action but this did not

happen. The current law describes general framework but does
not have specific instructions. By contrast, the similar German
law clearly spells out who should pay certain amounts and when.

Currently we are developing a by-law which is an agreement on
sale of the green energy including rates and RES compensation
mechanisms. We applied the experience of European countries
with insufficient budgets. For example, in the Netherlands,
each consumer pays for the green energy because a small
part of his payment goes to RES compensation cost.

Attracting investors

The Kyrgyz economy greatly depends on water resources,
and problems arise mainly due to the melting of glaciers and
climate change. In the first phase of climate warming, glaciers
will melt and the water will be in abundance. However, after
the glaciers melt away, will our big HPPs be able to operate?

In order to ensure energy security and develop the energy
sector with a great energy potential, it is vital to attract
investors into it. Investors must be interested to invest in
Kyrgyzstan and be confident in the safety of their investments.

Our revolutions have seriously damaged the investment
image of Kyrgyzstan. When our project began, prior to the
events of 2010, there were Korean and German investors
who signed letters of willingness to invest up to $22 million
for the construction of five small HPPs in Kyrgyzstan. As a
prerequisite, our project simply had to develop necessary
technical studies. However, the investors left the country
after the tragic events in the south, and we were able to
develop a pre-feasibility study for only one small HPP in
Karakol with the capacity of 1.6 MW.

Currently we are developing documents for the construction
of a 70 kW micro HPP in the Kensu village in the Naryn oblast
as there has been no electricity there since the Soviet times.
In order local farmers could process their products we also
plan to restore a 70 kW micro hydro in the Tortkul village in
the Issyk-Kul oblast. They want to start a trout farm pond
which also will need electricity.

Despite the difficult situation, investors are still interested
in this sector. In the Belovodskoe village in the Chui oblast
private entrepreneurs restored a 600 kW HPP, which supplies
a dairy farmers’ cooperative with electricity. The directorate
for Development of Small and Medium-sized Enterprises,
with the support of the German Development Fund, restored
the Issyk-Ata small HPP.

Local investors want to build a small 600 kW plant on the
Beles River in the Jalal-Abad oblast. Electricity is needed to

pump water for irrigation. Farmers are experiencing major
problems with watering about two thousand hectares of
rain fed land. If this project succeeds, thousands of farmers
will be able to farm there. It will be a great contribution to
the fight against poverty in the volatile southern region.

Plans

Throughout the world, small HPPs cover the needs of consumers
located close to them. Big HPPs should have big goals, for
example, to participate in the Central Asian energy market.

If our plans are carried out, small HPPs and other renewable
energy sources could cover from 20% to 30% of the domestic
market needs in Kyrgyzstan. Today this looks like a fantasy,
because only two small HPPs are operating in the country and
they meet 0.0134% of the domestic market needs. Meanwhile,
the capacity of small HPPs and renewable energy is very
large - up to 840 million tons of standard units per year. By
comparison, today the total consumption of Kyrgyzstan is
200-300 million tons of standard units per year.

In the Soviet era, there were about two hundred small HPPs
in the country, mostly micro 100-150 kW HPPs that provided
electricity to farms. Now one can count them on the fingers
of one hand. Currently, only the Chakan HPPs cascade and
Kalinin 1.2 MW HPP restored by French company, Mecamidi,
are operating. Mecamidi also plans to invest in four or five
small hydropower plants, and research is already underway
to reconstruct the existing HPPs and build new ones.

A three HPPs cascade with total capacity of about 25 MW
can be built in the Chon-Kemin village in the Chui oblast.

The Norwegian company, Nor Consult, has drafted on a grant
basisa 11.4 MW HPP on the Chon-Aksu River in the Issyk-Kul
oblast, as well as 18 MW HPP at the Ortho-Tokoi reservoir
and 23 MW HPP at the Kirov reservoir. Now investment is
needed for the construction of these HPPs.

Chinese and South Korean investors are interested in this
sector, but they choose to wait until the situation has stabilized
in the country.

Tariffs and social responsibility

Tariff rates will rise in any case, so the authorities need to
explain to the public that it should also make a contribution
to the preservation of the environment and adoption of

measures related to climate change. It is necessary to increase
the responsibility of the population. | believe that it is a
difficult task today as the local population used to think that
the natural resources are given by God and the Toktogul
HPP energy is cheap.

It is worth recalling that the current tariffs are more social
and political than economic ones, and gradually they will
become economic and include RES components. A small
part of the tariff for each consumer, just from 0.02 to 0.03
KGS could support green energy. This approach is used in
all countries where the budget is unable to cover the costs
for renewable energy, because people realize their social
responsibility for the development of green energy.

Our program helps to build the capacity of local professionals.
We provide information and educate professionals from
government agencies and NGOs. The UNDP wants to mobilize
the public management including young people. Unfortunately,
not only ordinary people but also middle management does
not have sufficient knowledge on alternative energy sources.
Therefore, our project conducts information campaigns,
produces informational materials and distributes them among
our beneficiaries and partners, as well as conducts training
sessions and workshops.

To fill the gap in the population’s knowledge, a service center
for the promotion of renewable energy and energy efficiency
has been created with the support of our project in Bishkek.
The center aims to bring together experts in order that they
could provide services for maintenance of RES equipment
and promote the idea of using RES throughout the country.

n December 2012, the first experimental energy-efficient

school in Kyrgyzstan and Central Asia was put in place
in the city of Osh in the south of the country. The school
building for 850 students was designed to meet the new
building code, developed with the support of our project.
The school construction was financed by the Government
of the Republic of Turkey through the Turkish International
Cooperation and Development Agency (TIKA) program.

For the first time in Kyrgyzstan the building has B energy
efficiency class. This building, in comparison with existing
schools, will save more than 700,000 kWh energy per year.
Additional investments for energy efficiency will be paid
off in eight years.

Energy saving has been achieved through the use of
thermal insulation of the building (walls, floor, roof)
with mineral wool, basalt, and the installation of energy
efficient windows and doors that will keep warm in winter
and cool in summer.

The school building provides the maximum use of sunlight.
Solar panels installed on the roof will provide canteen,
toilets and gym shower rooms with hot water.

Energy saving and efficiency is a critical component of
sustainable development. The less we burn fossil fuels -
coal, gas, and oil, the less polluting we will be. In addition,
the saved money could be used for other needs of the
population.

Kyrgyzstan can build new hydroelectric power stations,
and it will have a positive effect on the economy. However,
it is possible to perform both tasks simultaneously, HPP
construction and energy saving.

We calculated that if all buildings in Kyrgyzstan were
insulated, it would save 40 percent of the current energy
demand, which is a saving of 11,000,000 kWh of electricity
a year (if we take primary energy as the basis).

In winter we photographed the thermal radiation of various
buildings - schools, kindergartens and residential buildings

in the center and on the outskirts of Bishkek. The photos
show well insulated buildings which do not lose heat in
black. The buildings which are losing heat are shown in
red and yellow. Many of the buildings, especially new
private mansions, just "blaze" in bright red flames. This
shows that large heat flows go through walls, windows,
ceilings, and roofs. The temperature outside was -19°C,
and temperature of the outer wall was +7°C. And do we
want to heat the street?

Frames of some new high-rise buildings
retain heat quite well, but the heat
goes out through reinforced concrete
structures. Today, many people are trying
to insulate their dwellings themselves.
Residents of multi-storey buildings even
hire climbers to do this job. The picture
#1 shows that the walls of the house
are bright red (heat escapes outside),

and only one apartment’s wall is black,
because it does not allow loss of heat. When measuring the
temperature inside, we found out that it was 24°C in the
“black” apartment while in others it did not exceed 16°C.

Building a more energy efficient home means that people
can not only make their home warm but also reduce the
amount of energy they use and lower their cost of living.

The trouble is that new houses are built without following
energy efficiency standards, with a

As part of the project, we have
developed new building regulations
which contain requirements for
thermal protection of buildings, as
well as providing clear explanations
of how to provide this protection. We
made different calculations depending
on what material a house is built
of - bricks, concrete or adobe. We
offer different types of material
available in the local market - basalt,
polystyrene, polyurethane thermal

insulation, and others. Calculations
were made for each region.

Of course, the improvement of energy efficiency requires large
investments. In order to save the mentioned 11,000,000 kWh
of electricity, about $ 4.5 billion is required. On average, it is
necessary to spend about 1,500 soms to improve one square
meter of living space. Today, not everyone can afford it in
Kyrgyzstan. Besides, the window should be chosen competently,
because not all of so called “energy efficient windows” that
are sold in the local market can keep warm well.

Unfortunately, the Government considers energy saving
and efficiency just as savings directly at the energy sources
and during its transportation. The energy consumption
sector still remains uncontrolled, as neither builders

nor any agencies are responsible for energy saving and
efficiency of buildings. Meanwhile, energy consumption
occurs during the operation of the facilities.

Therefore, energy saving should become the main tendency
of the economy, and the Government should solve this
problem together with the population which does not rely
on the state and solves these problems itself.

There are banks, for example, the Kyrgyz Investment and
Credit Bank (KICB) that lend to customers for energy saving
and efficiency of housing.

The lack of public awareness is a large gap in the energy
saving policy. To fill this gap, we have trained all of the major
architects and heads of oversight services throughout the
country. At the training, we explain the benefits of new
building regulations and insulation technologies.

Energy saving should become the main tendency

At the Energy Forum held in fall 2012, the participants were
unanimous in the opinion that even if the Government does
not deal with the energy saving problem this process is
already under way and cannot be stopped, and cold winters
accelerate it.

However, people need to be educated, and we are ready to
help them. We can help create promotional and educational
videos, but cannot deal with the cost of broadcasting on
radio and television, and here we need support from decision
makers.

We have a movie which shows how to insulate a house.
The task is simplified by the fact that there a lot of natural
materials in the country and, depending on the financial
capacity, the population can use cane or mineral wool, basalt
fiber. In Norway, basalt fiber is at a premium as the most
reliable and environmentally friendly natural material.

After Rio+20 Conference we have to find mechanisms to
improve the environment and economy and, consequently,
social stability in Kyrgyzstan. Energy saving efficiency is the
only really existing mechanism today. There is no need to fear
that the state will have to bear all the costs. The Government
has to create the conditions so this mechanism could work,
for example by providing the population with soft loans.
In any case, energy sources are exhausted, and their price
will grow, so the only way out is to develop and implement
energy saving technologies.

The Poverty Reduction Program is one of the
priority UNDP programs the Kyrgyz Republic.

Its foundation was laid in 1995 with the creation
of the Gender in Development UNDP Bureau. It
was the first project to support the Government’s
poverty reduction activities. The project began
interventions aimed at capacity building for
women in community and non-governmental
organizations, and community mobilization among
the poorest of the poor, focusing them on income
generating activities.

S ince 2005, the program has been operating in nearly
200 villages in all regions of the country. About 2,000
self-help groups involving 14,000 people have been
created. As a result of the institutional development of
self-help group associations, new legal institutions have
been created including 34 NGOs, 31 cooperatives, 12
micro-credit agencies, and 74 consulting and marketing
centers. New types of small businesses in farming, animal
husbandry have been created, and artificial insemination
points, veterinary services and agricultural services
launched.

In 2010 and 2011 we acquired invaluable experience working
in a post conflict conditions in the south of the country. It
should be honestly admitted that the UNDP in Kyrgyzstan was
the first international organization to respond to the tragic
events in 2010. At the request of the Provisional Government
we launched the anti-crisis package of measures. The unrests
started in Talas, Naryn and Bishkek in April 2010, and later
they spread to the south. Our program was entrusted to

vocational education system for special
groups of needy youth. We focused on the center of Bishkek
and its four districts, then our activity transferred to the 47
new poor districts around the capital.

After the June 2010 conflict in the south, we expand our
activities in 51 villages in Osh and Jalal-Abad oblasts that were
affected by the ethnic conflict. It is important to acknowledge
the support of many donors who worked through the UNDP.
The Soros Foundation supported rehabilitation of the social
infrastructure in conflict zones in Osh and Jalal-Abad oblasts.
The Russian Federation supported the rehabilitation and
reconstruction of the affected businesses in Osh and Jalal-
Abad, and the Polish Government assisted in the development
of the local business environment and rural communities.
The UN Peacebuilding Fund involved young people in the
reconciliation process and helped to establish 16 youth centers.

As a result, we provided nearly 11,000 people with temporary
jobs and trained around 1,000 young people at vocational
schools. Most people were trained in business, technology,
legal aspects of income-generating activities and running a
business. 118 entrepreneurs recovered their burnt enterprises,
53 entrepreneurs launched new businesses in public services,
catering, garment manufacturing, car repair, etc.

We delivered medical equipment and installed transformers in
Nurse and Midwife Points (NMPs) located in remote villages.
With the support of residents, we repaired 24 schools, 19
kindergartens, two clubs, seven NMPs, three hospitals, and
27 other social and educational facilities. In addition, 33 road
sections were repaired and 15 water networks reconstructed.
About 6,000 people were provided with temporary jobs.

After analyzing the youth labor market in the south, we organized
free training for young people in the most popular specialties in
12 vocational schools. Upon completion of the training, people
received grant support for the opening of their own business.
Together with UNICEF and the Ministry of Youth Affairs, we
opened 16 youth centers where young people acquired computer
skills and studied foreign languages. | was interested in and
pleasantly surprised with responses from participants.

courses in the Kyrgyz language. Many participants wanted to
learn computer skills and Russian.

Ethnic, age and gender balance has always been mandatory
conditions of the project. About 60 percent of our beneficiaries
are women.

Adapting the program to the new conditions after the global
crisis, we take into account the major trends that affect the
social and economic development of the country. Income-
generating activities of our beneficiaries should meet the
challenges of energy security and climate change. The post
Rio+20 has changed the direction of economic activity in
Kyrgyzstan with a focus on green energy and resource-saving
technologies.

We apply these approaches in building greenhouses, cleaning
canals and preserving forests. There are certain changes
taking place in farmers’ attitude to the soil. Today, many
farmers apply crop rotation on their plots and pay more
attention to the quality of plant varieties.

While disputes and conflicts often occur between borrowers
and microfinance institutions, our beneficiaries did not have
any problem with the payment of loans in the past five
years. According to the survey conducted by an independent
Agency for Social Technologies, our beneficiaries are well
trained and have a strong motivation for borrowings and
responsibility for them. In 2012, donor assessment missions
noted the sustainability of all our projects. All our initiatives
have been successfully implemented and are developing.

At the political level, we traditionally cooperate with the
Government, particularly the Ministry of Economy, and provide
them with experts to support development strategies, capacity
building training model for software modeling in budgeting
and achievement of the Millennium Development Goals in
Kyrgyzstan. In the discussion of the post 2015 Global Agenda
in Kyrgyzstan, we do our best so the voice of each of our
beneficiaries should be heard.

(UNDP) and the Global
Environment Facility (GEF).
In 2008, the UNDP/GEF Project
"Strengthening Policy and
Regulatory Framework for
Mainstreaming Biodiversity
into Fishery Sector" was
launched thanks to the
joint activities of the two
international organizations.

The project inherited not
only an "empty" lake but also
complicated relations between
ministries and agencies related
to fishing industry management.
Therefore, the project began
with the development of a
plan according to which each
involved agency had to perform
its functions in responsibilities
such as fish stocks monitoring
and development of scientific
advice on setting fishing limits,
fisheries development, fish
reproduction and permits
for fishing, and protecting
fish stocks.

The project supports the State
Environmental Protection
Agency under the Kyrgyz
Government in developing
laws and regulations related to
fishing industry management

and conducting Regulatory
Impact Analyses (RIA) of the
existing regulations.

The Issyk-Kul endemics
conservation project also targets
sustainable development of pond
farms in the Issyk-Kul Oblast,
artificial breeding of the Issyk-
Kul endemics (naked osman and
marinka), reduction of unwanted
invasive species, pike-perch and
bream, that threaten endemic
fish fauna; technical assistance
to the regional environmental
protection agency to prevent illegal
fishing, and technical assistance
to the Biological Station of the
National Academy of Science
by supplying equipment for
chemical and physical control
of the lake water.

Project experts have developed
a method to control the number
of introduced species, such
as perch and bream, which
represent strong competitors
to endemic fish species. To
implement this method, it is
necessary to make additions
and changes to the law on
the moratorium on fishing
in Issyk-Kul Lake and Son-
Kul Lake. The law prohibits

catching of all kinds of fish
including endemic species and
introduced predatory ones,
while endemics need state
protection.

The project is engaged in the
development of pond farms to
satisfy the market for fisheries'
products which are cheaper
and grown under control. As
aresult, the human pressure
on the natural resources of
the lake has been reduced.

After the collapse of the Soviet
Union, many ponds were
ownerless, and people started
to rent them but they had poor
knowledge of fish farming. At
seminars we teach them to
develop the fishing industry,
and explain what types of fish
can be cultivated under the
legislative framework. The Issyk-
Kul Oblast is biosphere territory,
and according to the law, there
are certain requirements and
prohibitions to the introduction
of new species.

An Association of Issyk-Kul
Pond Farmers was created
with the assistance of the
project. The project provided
pond farmers with juvenile fish
of grass carp, silver carp and
carp. The association promised
to direct part of the profits
to the development of new
enterprises.To implement the
program of artificial reproduction
of endemics, launched in 2010,

two mobile incubators were
purchased, and the range
of species under threat was
studied. Experienced staff was
also hired. As a result, Issyk-
Kul juvenile fish were released
into the lake, including 123,400
naked osman.

In order to reduce unwanted
fish species, we set artificial
nests. After perch and bream
have spawned, we withdraw
the fish roe and thus interrupt
the reproduction cycle. We
set nets in areas of maximum
concentrations of unwanted
fish, catch them and donate
them to children's homes and
hospitals.

Our work has already produced
good results. Commissions of
different levels monitored
our catch, and found that 95
percent of the catch was perch,
and the rest was bream and
eliotris, also predator. To our
delight, recently we caught
rudd and Issyk-Kul dace, which
the fishermen had not caught
for six years here.

To curb poaching, the local
environment department
received from the project
special equipment for the
protection of fish stocks in
the lake. Recently, during the
monitoring, we recorded a
large flock of dace - about
25,000. This is the result
of reducing the number of
predator pike-perch. To gain
one kilogram weight, a pike-
perch consumes eight kilogram
of fish.

Ulan Abdyldayev, a fisherman
from the Tyup district, said:
"Since | have started working
with the project, my vision
has changed dramatically. Now
| understand that in nature,
everything is connected to
everything else, and we have
to think about the future.”

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people and especially the young generation from an early age.
Today, there are very few engineers in Kyrgyzstan, who could be
engaged in the implementation of energy efficiency projects. The
country has a ‘lost a generation’ which has not replaced engineers
well trained in Soviet times. Therefore, now even preschool age
children should learn about technical processes in their life, such
as water flow in the system and certain technologies that deliver
water to those systems. Children should be educated in order
to know elementary things, for example, that people should
not litter the streets or pollute the water, or cut down trees.
Children should know how to keep the house warm, and use
the energy of water, sun, and wind instead of polluting energy
sources. Children should be aware of the engineering profession
from an early school age, so that in the future they can carefully
consider whether to choose this much needed specialty.

Today, everyone wants to make money by running his own
business or working as lawyers, etc., so there are very few
engineers in the country. Nevertheless, this profession is
gradually re-achieving popularity. A small number of young
people are already interested in engineering but only in the
cities. So we want to create a museum of engineering or an
Exhibition Center, where children can come from kindergartens
and schools to see how various engineering systems for water
supply, irrigation, heating, etc. are operating. | believe this
will achieve results in the near future. We should draw on the
experience of the former Kyrgyz Agricultural Institute (now the
Academy of Agriculture), which at one time had a huge technical
base at the hydraulic engineering department. When we have
more specific information and a feasibility study, we shall ask
the business community to participate in this promising project.

Aibeyke Esengulova, member
of the IBC Committee on
Sustainable  Development
and CSR, made a presentation
on “Opportunities for PPP in
pursuit of green growth and
sustainable development”
at the Rio+20 Conference.
The IBC Committee seeks to
attract representatives from
government into dialogue with
business. Esengulova spoke
about the role of the business
sector in the development of
energy efficiency projects in
Kyrgyzstan. She emphasized the
role of innovative technologies
to reduce emissions and energy
consumption and energy efficiency projects, which can
increase their attractiveness to investors. The lack of laws
and tools to encourage the adoption of green technologies
is the main hindrance of the process in the country, said
Esengulova. She also spoke about joint projects of the IBC
Committee with youth movements aimed at the protection
of the environment.

with respect to mineral resources. The new set of laws on subsoil
contains a particularly positive change - the transition from a
bureaucratic management approach to economic levers. The
Government wishes to interact with investors according to principles
of democracy involving investors, local communities and the
executive bodies. It is good that the new laws on subsoil provide
liability not only to investors, but also to local authorities and local
communities. However, in order to increase the attractiveness
of the investment climate in the mining sector, a number of
laws still need to be revised. The International Business Council,
which represents the interests of the business community, and
key ministries and departments are working hard to improve
the subsoil laws.

OnJanuary 21, 2013, President Atambayev signed a Decree "On
the National Strategy for Sustainable Development of the Kyrgyz
Republic for 2013-2017", and TCG’s Taldybulak project was included
in the list of priority investment projects in the mining sector.
The fact that Taldybulak was designated as a priority project of
national significance demonstrates the will of the country’s senior
management to attract reliable and honest investors.

Partnership with the local population

We are operating mainly on a copper-gold licensed area Taldybulak
located near the village of Aral in the Talas oblast. In January
2012 an agreement on partnership was signed between the local
community, the company and the State Agency for Geology and
Mineral Resources, on behalf of the Government. According to

the agreement, the Aral Local Commission was created, and we
are cooperating with it closely in two main areas - employment
and socio-economic projects.

The company is transparent and usually announces open
tenders to hire specialists and workers for short-term and
long-term works. We prefer to hire Aral villagers and people
from surrounding villages. In 2012 the company employed
more than two hundred Aral villagers for long-term work
and about three hundred people for short-term work.

The commission, which is composed of local residents, selects
applications. If there are no qualified local workers, we point
that out and the commission will usually agree with our
decision. The process not always goes smoothly, however.
There were disputes, and it is good as we observe pluralism.
The commission, in turn, reports to the local community at
the village meetings. In addition, we conduct open reporting
meetings and respond to various concerns of the population.

Social investment

Until the end of 2015 the company will invest in exploration,
and it has no income yet. However, the company annually
provides $20,000 for socio-economic projects, with the
possibility of additional amounts depending on the volume
of drilling operations. The fund for 2012 exceeded 4,000,000
soms including about a half million spent for various projects -
procurement of pipes to improve irrigation systems, installation
of a TV relay station, repairing water pipes for drinking water,
training of villagers in animal husbandry methods and purchase
of equipment for artificial insemination, repairing and fixing
of lighting in the main street of the village. According to
the result of the last year's drill program, the Aral fund has
more than 2.5 million unspent soms.

Being a supporter of sustainable development, Talas Copper
Gold invests in education. From additional funds, the company
has launched a scholarship program to train 18 students from
the Aral village in the universities in Bishkek. To develop the
skills of the local population, the company finances trainings
in English, computer literacy and others. To train villagers on
legal issues, the company, together with the State Agency for
Geology and Mineral Resources, conducted law clinics for
members of the Aral committee. Upon completing the practical
work training, they will be legal advisers to the villagers.

Environment

The Gold Fields motto is: "If we cannot explore safely, we
will not explore."

As a company that represents the Gold Fields, Talas Copper Gold
adheres to the highest environmental standards to minimize the
impact of exploration on the environment. We fervently try to
avoid causing any environmental damage. We conduct constant
environmental monitoring. Specialists of the National Academy
of Sciences conducted a baseline survey of the environment
in Taldybulak and the nearby area in 2011, and last year they
continued surveillance and monitoring.

the results of their work. They work on a voluntary basis. In
turn, the company conducts trainings with participation of
qualified independent experts and provides the group with
the necessary technical and other equipment.

Talas Copper Gold LLC was registered in the Kyrgyz Republic
and has 4 prospecting licenses in the Talas oblast: Taldybulak,
Barkol, Kentash, and Korgontash. Since 2005, TAG has
invested over $20 million in exploration in these areas.
Basic exploration work was carried out on the copper-
gold-molybdenum deposit Taldybulak. Development of the
field can last for 20 years, employing up to 2,000 people,
with a total production of 400,000 tons of copper and 100
tons of gold. If the exploration results are positive and the
company gets permission to mine, then the investment
will be more than $500 million over the next five years.

Our company uses a comprehensive approach to
sustainable development. In order to reduce energy
losses, we deliver energy-efficient equipment and
innovative technologies and develop new water supply
systems in areas where people have no opportunity to
run an electrical network, but can use solar panels and
wind turbines. We drill wells and provide water for
people living in remote mountain areas.

n the Issyk-Kul oblast, riparian forests had degenerated due

to the lack of irrigation, and flora and fauna species had
disappeared there. As a part of the UNDP restoration project
we helped to resume watering these forests by installing solar
panels, which are used for supplying power to the pumps.
Mobile stations can pump water anywhere. Local residents
can alsoirrigate their personal land plots using those stations.

The lack of knowledge regarding water supply and irrigation
is a big problem in Kyrgyzstan. In order to fill this knowledge
gap, we conduct training seminars and sessions to explain
to local people how they can use solar panels and pumps
so as not to have to go down a few kilometers from the
mountain for water.

Together with the BIOM ecological movement, we donated a
pump for heating the Belovodsk preschool children's home.
We demonstrated the benefits of an underfloor heating
system which uses significantly less fuel or electricity than
traditional systems due to the fact that a room can be heated
throughout its area and the heating agent’s temperature is
about 30°C. The initial investment in a warm floor system is
not much more than in a conventional radiator panel system.

In Kyrgyzstan, companies have huge room for energy conservation,
and this was identified at all water and municipal utilities
surveyed by the Grundfos experts.

In 2007, Grundfos installed six energy efficient pumps in
Tokmak city. The pumps save 128 kWh of electricity per
hour. For one year the savings amounted to 1,105,920 kW
which is equivalent to 1,647,820 soms. For the past four

years, the Tokmak Water Utility Enterprise has saved about
6.5 million soms.

For eight years, the Grundfos Office in Kyrgyzstan has installed
equipment in and served more than 60 villages and 20 towns
in the country. As a result, the state budget saved over
40 million soms a year thanks to energy-efficient utility
installations throughout Kyrgyzstan.

In the Osh oblast, we established a water purification
system for the Osh water utility and changed water supply
systems in three microdistricts and one residential area. Now,
people have access to clean water there. Moreover, water
disinfection is carried out with a gaseous chlorine, instead
of liquid chlorine which is harmful to health. Water utility
enterprises usually have large debts to energy-generating
companies. In areas where new pumps were installed, water
utility enterprises made a profit, which they invested in the
purchase of new pumps. This is a compelling example of
sustainable development, when a project provides further
profit and development after its implementation.

Kutisay Mining LLC, Stans Energy Kg LLC, and the
Kashkinsky Plant of Rare Earth Elements LLC are jointly
developing a project on the Kutessay 2 and Kalesay fields
in the Kemin district of the Chui oblast. The companies’
investors have focused on the implementation of
personnel policies and social programs because they
consider employing local people and developing
infrastructure where the fields are located to be high
priorities.

n 2010-2011, during exploration by Stans Energy Kg and front

end engineering design by Kutisay Mining, the companies
attracted from 12 to 15 workers from the local population.
Currently, 21 workers and three engineers are working full time
at production site number 1 in Ak-Tyuz, which was constructed
in the summer of 2012, and 77 persons are employed at the
Kashkinsky Plant of Rare Earth Elements (KPREE). The companies
are currently renovating buildings and structures in the old
mining plant at site number 1 (Kutessay). After approval of the
project documentation, the companies will begin to restore
roads, drainage facilities and clean open-pit benches.

At full development of the project, at least 920 jobs will
be created, including 520 jobs in Ak-Tyuz (at the quarry,
concentrator, tailings, etc.) and 400 jobs in Kashka (KPREE,
railroad facilities, tailings, etc.).

Provided there are positive dynamics in the development of
the project, the companies plan to strengthen the system of
vocational training because of the lack of a qualified work
force in the region. It is planned to establish a center for
training qualified miners, dressing plant operators, laboratory
technicians, electricians, and other vocations, from local
people in order that they will be able to work on the project.

Since February 2013, professionals from Kutisay Mining have
been conducting workshops on safety for the employees at
site number 1 in Ak-Tuz.

The workers are involved in the reconstruction of shop
number 2 and shop number 3 at the Kashkinsky Plant of
Rare Earth Elements.

Today the total number of engineering, technical personnel
and workers involved in the Kutessay 2 project is 128, and most
of them are residents of Ak-Tyuz, Kashka and Orlovka villages.

The companies are increasing their spending on construction of
facilities and charitable aid. In 2010-2012, total expenditures
of Kutisay Mining for pre-work and planning in the Kutessay
2 field totaled 74.19 million soms. Stans Energy Kg has spent
84.28 million soms against the planned 36.9 million soms
for exploration work on the Ak-Tyuz license area around
the Kutessay 2 field.

In 2011 and 2012, the KPREE spent 148.71 million soms for
repair work, debugging technology to extract rare earth
elements, and restoration of shops number 2 and number 3
in Kashka village. Those two shops were purchased for 255.09
million soms from the Kyrgyz Chemical and Metallurgical Plant
0JSCin mid-2011 and now are owned by the Kashkinsky Plant
of Rare Earth Elements. The total expenditures exceeded
560 million soms in 2011-2012.

In 2010-2012 the companies provided social assistance to
the local community in a total amount of 9.04 million soms,
including 6.68 million soms for the Ak-Tuz Aiyl Okmotu (local
authority) and the Ak-Tuz secondary school, war veterans,
low-income people and large families of the village.

This year, aid has been planned in the amount of at least
4 million soms.

The investors are hoping that with the cooperation with a
number of government agencies in Kyrgyzstan, as well as
with the general support of the Kyrgyz Government, the
outlined plans for the implementation of social programs,
employment and training of Ak Tyuz, Orlovka and Kashka
residents will be executed.

Successful partnership cannot

be a one-sided contest

Corporate social responsibility is widely discussed in the
business community. What is the social responsibility

of business? What percentage of the profits should be
spent on charity, and which social obligations should the
business undertake?

N o doubt, corporate social responsibility is a good and
honorable activity, but a successful partnership cannot
be just a one-sided contest. Speaking of corporate social
responsibility, we often ignore the responsibility of other
parties, society and the state, to the business.

The tragic events of 2010 in the south of Kyrgyzstan showed
that peace and stability are fragile in our country, and then
each business was one-on-one with its problems. Each business
faced not just the looting and plunder, but also raiding,
closed borders and an economic blockade; the banks did
not meet the needs of corporate borrowers, and the state
failed to protect the business. Today a business still has to
solve its problems on its own. However, it is the state that
has to resolve those problems, not to shift the responsibility
to the shoulders of business.

So what should an effective system of relationship between
business, society and government be to successfully develop
the country? First of all, we need to recognize that CSR is a
voluntary initiative of business, and it is one of the conditions
for the viability and effectiveness of constructive interaction
in the triad of power, business and society.

What business’s actions can be seen as implementation of
the CSR principles? In Kyrgyzstan, 90 percent of successful
companies that use CSR apply the utilitarian approach. In this
case, CSR is a means to benefit the business. The benefits
can help improve the image of the company, increase the
loyalty of the staff, develop a positive relationship with the
government, etc. The form of a utilitarian approach can also

A utilitarian CSR approach seems quite reasonable because
the main goal of all businesses is to make profit. However,
if a negative attitude towards private entrepreneurship
and wealth in general dominates a society, the utilitarian
CSR vision can be dangerous both for business and social
development. After all, supporting a single charity can be
perceived as not a desire to help people but as penance
for the profits received, as if "rich rogues and swindlers
have decided to share their money with others." Here a
vicious circle begins because the image of the business will
deteriorate, and respect for the private initiative will die
before it can be born. Furthermore, the state will begin to
further exploit its cash cow, playing on the feelings of voters.

for both Kyrgyzstan and neighboring countries - China, Kazakhstan,
Tajikistan, Uzbekistan, as cultivation of agricultural products
and livestock feed requires much water in the arid conditions.
Annually, about 35 km?® of water of the Syrdarya River and
tributaries of the Tarim River run from Kyrgyzstan to neighboring
countries, mainly Uzbekistan and China.

The role of the water increases due to one of the major
challenges to sustainable development, global climate
change. Unfortunately, changes in river flows are not
observed or measured in Kyrgyzstan and it is impossible
to assess their scope in the major river basins. To forecast
changes in river flows we can assume that river flows are
reducing due to the observed decrease in the number
of glaciers.

The population increase is also a significant challenge
to sustainable development, as the state has to provide
the growing population with more food. Crop production
demands better water use efficiency and water management
in the arid conditions, taking into account the interests
of all water users, ecosystems and future generations.

More attention should be given to improving water and
land productivity. The failure to increase crop yields in the

conditions of reduced river runoff and population growth
will demand a twofold increase of the arable land area.

In turn, the introduction of new irrigated areas will require
new capital investment. It is necessary to spend from
$2,000 to $25,000 to enable one hectare of arid land to
be irrigated and suitable for agriculture. However, the
allocation of huge financial resources for land irrigation
cannot guarantee the sustained development of society.
Therefore, one of the main conditions for sustainable
development is the increase of crop productivity.

Today, the low productivity of irrigated land cannot provide
the population with food in full, particularly with grain
products, meat and meat products, and vegetable oil.

To ensure food security, it is necessary to improve the
ecological environment, infrastructure in the irrigation
sector, and water management.

Our environmental movement, BIOM, is engaged in a
range of environmental challenges including climate
change, biodiversity conservation, alternative energy
sources, and others.

Climate change and biodiversity

Glaciers are retreating in Kyrgyzstan as a result of global
warming. This turn of events could become irreversible
and result in the destruction or removal of the boundaries
of the natural ecosystems, and have a negative impact on
vegetation and wildlife in Kyrgyzstan.

The natural process of water formation in our region comes
as a result of the summer melting of the glaciers. In winter
the water freezes, and in the summer it again feeds the
rivers and lakes in the country.

This flow of water is important not only to meet the energy
and agricultural needs of the Kyrgyz people, but also because
water nourishes the ecosystem related to water bodies and
provides a habitat for the diverse variety of species of flora
and fauna. Kyrgyzstan’s intensity of biodiversity of is one of
the highest in the region. Animals and plants can be found
in all climatic regions of the country.

According to government reports submitted to the Biological
Diversity Convention, Kyrgyzstan’s territory makes up only
0.1% of the world's land surface, but the country is a habitat
to 1% of all biodiversity species.

The country is home to some rare animals in the world,
such as the Marco Polo sheep, the Himalayan brown bear
and manul, as well as the endangered snow leopard, whose
habitat is closely related to high-mountain territories.

In the 20th century, the glaciers retreated by 35%, and the
rate of melting is quickening. According to the Institute of
Hydropower of the National Academy of Sciences, currently
the glaciers are retreating three times faster than in the
1950s. Some scientists claim that, in their observations, the
glaciers are retreating at 50 meters a year.

Glaciers have their own ecosystem. Their melt water is absorbed
by the vegetation growing downstream. This vegetation is
food for animals, some of which are prey for other animals,
and so on. Thus the Circle of Life is forming.

Some animals are closely related to the glaciers, such as
the snow leopard, and their lives will depend on the speed
of glaciers’” melting. In the short term, the ground water
level will rise, but in the long run, its level will decline as
the glaciers will disappear, and it will have an impact on
ecological systems around rivers.

There are other serious threats to ecosystems. As glaciers melt
and the temperature increases, ecosystem boundaries will
change. We, biologists and ecologists, warned that melting
glaciers, combined with projected increases in temperature,
will lead to an increase in desertification.

In studies conducted in our country, there are forecasts that
climate change could lead to a shift of the entire ecological
zonation, and the altitude of deserts, steppes, meadows and
mountain areas will rise from 100 to 400 meters.

Issyk-Kul

The territory of Issyk-Kul lake was proposed for inclusion in
the UNESCO World Network of Biosphere Reserves. One of
the promising projects could be the development of public
reserves, and the local community could be a guarantor of
their inviolability. In addition, we need to create incentives
for businesses, which integrate environmental frameworks
in their daily activity.

When building, we should respect the mosaic principle, i.e.,
alternate buildings with the thickets of trees and shrubs.
As the lake is located inside the hollow it requires intensive
ecological expertise, and here much depends on the state.

In Kyrgyzstan, there are a number of laws aimed at protecting
the natural territory of Issyk-Kul, including among others the
Law "On Biosphere Territories in the Kyrgyz Republic", "On
Specially Protected Areas", "On Environmental Protection", "On
Animal World", "On Protection and Use of Flora" , Forest Code,
Water Code. In 2004, the Law “On Sustainable Development
of the Issyk-Kul Eco-economic System" was adopted, which
prohibited capital construction within 100 meters from the
lake. However, simply put these laws are ineffective.

The lake area is home to many animal species and more
than four thousand different species of plants. In addition,
migratory birds stop here, and thousands of water birds
gather at the lake and around it for the winter.

altitude of 1600 meters above sea level, has no outlet, and
the rivers that flow into it, are formed mainly by glaciers.
Melting glaciers could jeopardize the lake’s ecosystem.
According to scientists who produced the Second National
Report on Climate Change, in Kyrgyzstan, melting glaciers
could threaten the ecosystem of the lake, and the water
level in it can fall sharply due to the melting of glaciers.

Water and sanitation

Together with UNICEF, we conducted an environmental study
of access to water and sanitation in the Issyk-Kul, Talas and
Naryn oblasts. Today we are not talking about access to
drinking water because the quality of drinking water can
vary in different countries, but we are talking about safe
water. The most important property of water is that it is safe
and does not lead to poor health. Our analysis shows that
the Naryn oblast faces the most difficult water problems.
In some villages people use water for drinking and cooking
directly from the Naryn River.

The sanitation situation is very difficult in schools. According
to health standards, a school with more than 50 students
should be provided with water and internal bathrooms. In our
country, only city schools have these facilities. The situation
is a little better in rural health points and small hospitals
thanks to projects implemented to improve access to water
and sanitation.

However, this is a sore point for all healthcare facilities, so
we asked the experts to make conclusions on the basis of
our analysis and to pay particular attention to the low level
of education of young people in this area.

To improve water quality, it is necessary to provide centralized
access to water, because the problem is not only in the water
sources, but also in the water systems. It is necessary to build
new and upgrade existing sewage and water systems. Local
professionals and the public should have the knowledge and
access to resources that help to disinfect the water and reduce
pollution. UNICEF will develop a comprehensive program
based on studies, including strengthening and harmonization
of legal issues.

Problem solving not always demands money, and the will
of decision-makers is more important for law enforcement.
For example, we found that the one-stop-shop system does
not always work positively. The facilities where people eat
do not pass a full package of sanitation control. During
the construction of cafes, builders often do not take into
account requirements of sanitary and epidemiological rules.
We believe that this control should be mandatory for all
objects related to health.

D egradation of fragile mountain ecosystems may lead to
a collapse of the environmental and food security. In
recent years, the human influence dominates in the process
of land degradation, and agricultural activities are the main
factors. Today, small-scale agriculture and animal husbandry
do not use traditional practices, and this leads to loss of soil
fertility and degradation of pastures and forests.

In 1930, forests covered 1,194 hectares in Kyrgyzstan. According
to official data, in 2008 the forest area decreased to 932.1
thousand hectares, a 21.9% decrease since in 1930. The
forests’ age structure also shows degradation, as 44.2% of
the forests are mature and over-mature and young forests
make up only 9.9%. A healthy forest structure should contain
about 20% of young forests.

According to the Ministry of Agriculture and Reclamation,
of 4.129 million hectares of summer pastures 1.432 million
hectares of land have been degraded, of which 450 hectares
are in the stage of desertification, and 367 hectares have
lost valuable fodder grass. Winter pastures and pastures
around villages are in an even worse condition.

Degradation of pastures and forests affects the quality of
water. On degraded land, during the rains, especially heavy
ones, or the snowmelt period, soil erosion into rivers can
reach up to 20 tons per hectare. The Chui river, Syr Darya,
Kara-Darya, Ala-Archa, Jergalan, Tup, Chon-Aksu, and other
rivers are most vulnerable to pollution.

Payment for ecosystem services (PES) mechanisms can improve
the situation. PES is an economic tool to ensure long-term
availability of ecosystem services through implementation
of three possible schemes: (1) governmental, (2) public-
private, and (3) private partnership.

An advanced global approach to environmental protection is
based not just on punishment of perpetrators but also on the
promotion of activities aimed at preserving natural systems.

To implement PES in Kyrgyzstan, it is necessary to involve
public agencies, local communities, the non-governmental
sector, businesses, and international organizations.

At present the system of environmental protection in the
country looks like a triangle: ecosystem - consumer services
- environmental authority. In this scheme, only two players
benefit — the consumer and the environmental protection body.
The consumer pays to the agency for the use of the ecosystem.
The weak point is that ecosystems are being degraded, and at
some point the agency will not be able to provide the service.

In PES the triangle looks like this: ecosystem - the buyer of ecosystem
services - the seller of services. All the money received by a seller
from a buyer goes to the restoration and preservation of the
ecosystem and to addressing specific environmental problems.

Environmental NGOs can act as intermediary organizations.
International organizations which have experience with PES
can promote their mechanisms. Local people, the primary users
of pastures, forests, and water, can be involved in PES as both
sellers and buyers.

Sellers provide safety and ecosystem services. For example,
they could reduce the degradation of pastures and forests in
the upper reaches of rivers by seeding grasses, reforestation,
creation of micro - reserves, and temporarily restricting
livestock access to severely degraded ecosystems. Sellers
have never done this before. As a result, the river water will
be cleaned. In this case, clean water will be a sold service.

Buyers of this service will be able to benefit economically
and willing to pay for it. Water users in the lower reaches of
the river are suffering because the dirty water clogs irrigation
systems. As a result, crop yields are falling and the quality
of drinking water deteriorating.

Intermediary organizations will identify an environmental
problem that can be solved by improving the ecosystem. The
service sellers will benefit through getting some assistance -
financial, labor participation and grants, and the service buyer
will be provided with the service continuously and permanently.

For the first time in Central Asia, PES is being introduced in
the Chon-Aksu river basin in the Issyk-
Kul oblast in the framework of a project
of the Regional Environmental Centre for
Central Asia. The project involves the
local community and local authorities,
the Issyk-Kul forestry, forest users, users
of pastures, and water users.

PES can also be a key to relieving tensions
related to water issues in Central Asia.

and forum for the leadership of the private sector, the
public sector, and that of civil society to work as one to
draw from the four corners of the Kyrgyz Republic — past
and present — to identify the roadmap that — if followed
and if supported through commitment of these partners
— can lead to successful implementation of a long-term
national economic development strategy and building
upon that implementation year by year.”

“The Consortium of the USAID Local Development Program
includes representatives of the private sector and civil
society and is acting as a think tank to provide economic
development expertise”, explained Project Manager Aktilek
Tungatarov.

“The Government highly appreciates the involvement of
business in the development of a strategy of economic
development for Kyrgyzstan”, said First Vice Prime Minister
Joomart Otorbaev. The recommendations from the business
community will be included in the government's strategy
for the economic development of Kyrgyzstan and will
be used by the Cabinet in its work. According to the
results of the Investment Forum, which recently was
held in Karakol city in Issyk Kul, business communities
in the regions are also ready for the development of
recommendations.

Fiscal Policy Expert Rafkat Hasanov presented a SWOT
analysis of previous national economic development
strategies. “During more than 20 years of its independence,
Kyrgyzstan has adopted a significant number of programs
aimed at the development of the economy as a whole
and its sectors”. “However, data on GDP growth shows
little impact of those policies on the actual state of the
economy”, said Hasanov.

Since 2000, five national programs that included economic
development strategies and three programs to support
entrepreneurship have been adopted in the country. According
to Hasanov, those programs have been chosen for SWOT
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projects nMpoeKTsI

analysis because “after 2000 there
was a lack of positive and sustainable
patterns of economic development in
the country”. “Trends in GDP growth
and the share of small and medium
businesses do not show stable growth
(unlike what was envisioned in strategies)
but even slowing growth”, he said.

Gulnara Uskenbaeva, President of the
Association of Suppliers, proposed
reducing the number of reports and
simplifying the text of the Tax Code.

e are pleased to present the results of the recent IBC

Investment Survey conducted among the investors in

the Kyrgyz Republic in September 2012. The survey
involved 50 representatives of large, medium and small
businesses, representing nearly all business sectors in the
country.

The survey represents enterprises with both foreign and local
capital. For example, 70% of the companies that participated
in the survey have foreign investment 36% of which are
fully funded by domestic investment. 35% of the covered
companies are controlled by Kyrgyzstan’s investors; 75% of
companies operate in Bishkek, 2% - in the Chui, Osh and
Naryn Oblasts, 3% in the Issyk-Kul and Jalal-Abad Oblasts,
5% in Batken Oblast, and 8% in Talas Oblast.

In the survey, 40% of respondents noted the deterioration
of economic situation in the country (compared to 24% who
believe that the economic situation has improved), while
61% of respondents drew attention to the deterioration of
the investment climate.

According to the respondents, the companies’ incomes have
increased by an average of 7% over the past 12 months.
In this regard, there is a positive trend compared with
the survey conducted in October 2011, when companies
reported a reduction of income by an average of 1%. In
the present study, 6% of respondents reported more than
50 percent revenue growth, income in 31% of companies
was the same, and 2% reported a 50 percent decrease in
revenue

Besides, 48% of respondents intend to increase the number
of employees, 36% do not plan to change the number of
staff and 8% of respondents intend to reduce their staff. The
planned increase in the average number of personnel was
5% (compared to 8% in the previous survey).

The planned increase in the total investment of the respondent
companies in the next 12 months was estimated at about $133
million, while in the previous survey, the planned increase
in the total investment was about $189 million, which is a
30% decline.

Investors’ confidence

Investors made an assessment of the current economic situation
and investment climate in comparison with the period 6
months ago on a scale from (-100) as "much worse" to (100)
as "much better". The current economic situation index fell
to (-7) compared to the survey conducted in 2011 (+8).

The investment climate was assessed more like "worse" than
"better", and the index fell from -13 to -36 compared to the
previous survey. 12% of respondents believe that the investment
climate has improved slightly. However, the number of those
who believe that the investment climate will be "worse" in 6
months has increased from 16% to 36%. Overall respondents’
expected changes in the economy can be compared to the
results of the survey of 2005, when this indicator was also -16.

worse" to (100) - "much better" on the basis of six criteria: 1)
Access to finance, 2) Legal environment, 3) Tax environment,
4) Customs control, 5) Business Regulation, and 6) Public
administration.

Assessing the current situation on various criteria compared
with the period 6 months ago, investors noted the greatest
improvement in Legal environment, which has reached an
indicator (-8) compared to the previous (-22). Such important
criteria of the business environment as Access to finance and
Public administration showed significant improvement. Their
indicators have risen to (5) compared to (1) in the previous
survey. The Business regulation indicator has decreased
from (-9) in the previous study to (-10) in the recent one.
The respondents rated Tax environment lower (-15) than
in the previous study (-7), while the business assessment
of Customs Control was much better (5) compared with
(-11) in October 2011.

Republic on a scale from (0) - "not important" to (100) - "of
great importance." Respondents were also asked to assess
the competitiveness of the Kyrgyz Republic in comparison
with other countries in the region, i.e. to determine whether
they consider the Kyrgyz Republic "better" (100), "worse"
(-100) or "the same" (0) compared to other countries in the
region, for each of the questions. Evaluation was carried out
by thirty various criteria.

The number of those who believe that the investment
climate will be worse in 6 months has increased
from 16% to 36%

The list of the top priorities for investors was headed by the
Corruption of officials indicator (87), displacing the previous
leader of the survey, Availability of skilled personnel (36). In
comparison with the region, Kyrgyzstan has shown Corruption
of officials at (-54), which reflects the increasing distrust of
people in government officials, despite the government’s
measures to combat corruption.

Ten of the most important issues when planning investment
in the Kyrgyz Republic has changed significantly compared to
the previous survey. Respondents considered such issues as
Consequence of court decisions, Availability of skilled personnel,
Safety, security and terrorism, Availability of finance, Stability
of the exchange rate to be less important and these indicators
have dropped out of the top ten list. However, Transport
and railways, Tax administration, Demand for my products in
Central Asia, Customs control, Business regulation, Licensing
and permit system have acquired greater importance.

Other questions that investors consider when planning
investments, are shown in the table in order of importance.

The fact that investors are less concerned about security
issues, can show relative social and political stability in the
country, while increasing confidence in the court decisions
can be one of the first results of the ongoing judicial reforms.

The rapidly reduced assessment of the economic situation
and investment climate in Kyrgyzstan, shown in the survey,
should serve as a guide for officials in Kyrgyzstan.

Ongoing court proceedings initiated by foreign investors
against the Kyrgyz Republic, have reinforced the negative
assessment of the economic situation and investment climate
in the country. These proceedings are often caused by non-
performance or poor performance of the state's obligations
to protect the private investment.
